Corunna High School uses the state mandated school 

curriculum as its school improvement model.  This is a 

continuous process of improvement as data (state test, in 

house tests, surveys, etc) is used to determine areas of 

improvement.  A curriculum committee and department 

leader group is responsible for looking at data and setting 

early goals for improvement.  Surveys and parent input is 

also used to guide goal setting. 

 
Corunna High School continually stays abreast of the 
core curriculum recommendations which come from the 

Michigan Department of Education and the National 

Department of Education.  We are in our second year of 

a 4 x 4 block schedule. The move to this format was 

necessary  in order to allow our students the opportunity 

to part in the large elective classes we offer  and still 

meet the new graduation  requirements mandated by the 

state. 

 
The drop out rate refers to the percentage of ninth graders 

who do not graduate from high school within four years, 

adjusting for students who move into and out of the 

district. 

 

This graduation  rate is calculated on the students 

enrolled in the ninth grade and who do not graduate four 

years later. 

 

Those students who move to another school district are 

not figured in the calculation.

Career and Technical 
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 A high school team represented Corunna at the world competition in Ames, Iowa in Odyssey of the 

Mind competition. 

 Corunna has represented Michigan as on e of the top FFA chapters for the National Chapter 
Competition since 1966, and has won 37 national Awards.  The 2008-09 chapter was selected as the 
second highest ranked chapter in the State of Michigan.  

 For the 2008-09 school year there were 172 FFA members in school and 20 graduate members in the 
Corunna FFA.  We have the largest chapter in the state of Michigan. 

 The Science Club sponsored a weekend trip to Toronto, Canada.  Over 100 students participated in 
this event. 

 The Culture Club took 15 students to Spain in June.  They visited the cities of Madrid, Toledo, 
Degovia, Cordoba, Sevilla, Costa Del Sol, Mijas, and Gilbralter. 

 Forty-five students competed in the annual Baker College Olympics.  Students participate in all 
academic areas for this event and won second place in their division. 

 A fall dinner theatre production, Audition for Murder was presented to the community. Twenty-six 
students participated in this event. 

 In the spring the drama club tackled the Shakespearean play A Midsummer Night’s Dream.  This 
included twenty-five of our students and the help of all ART IV students. 

 One hundred and eighty Five seniors completed their senior project presentations on May 13th.  

 Twenty students took part in a public performance dubbed Star Search.  These students were able 
to perform musically or theatrically in order to create a fundraiser for the high school PTO.

Corunna Public Schools operates from a 
comprehensive technology plan, developed by a 
district technology committee, with members serving 
from all facets of the school and community.  
Technology is an integral component of all areas of 
the district.  Yearly goals and strategies are 
established to continue to expand the services 
available for students.  All buildings have at least one 
computer lab as well as classroom computer 
availability.  Corunna High School has five labs that 
are used by various curricular areas and as an on 
needed basis.  A networked environment allows for 
increased communication to occur between staff 
members and colleagues as well as between staff and 
students/parents. Internet access for students has 
expanded the resource potential across K-12 
classrooms and software applications aligned with the 
district’s written curriculum continuing to be 
integrated within classroom instruction.  The district’s 
technology plan provides for ongoing evaluation of 
existing and future options to insure that the 
technological environment offered to students 
coincides with the rapid advances in this area.  Each 
classroom at the high school has a data projector that 
is connected to the computer to share the wide 
sources from the Internet.  United Video Streaming 
has been used by many of the high school teachers to 
reinforce, introduce, or culminate a unit or subject 
area of study.  In addition, Blackboard capabilities, 
document cameras, and other tools for 21st century 
learning continue to be added.

Post Secondary 
Enrollment 

During the 2008-2009 school year, three percent of 
senior students were dually enrolled (28% 
males/72% females).  AP courses were also offered 
in the district.  These included Biology, Calculus 
AB/BC, English Literature, Psychology, and Statistics 
with additional opportunities made available 
through Michigan Virtual High School’s on-line 
program.  In 12th grade, 44% of students enrolled in 
these classes.  In 11th grade, 17% of students 
enrolled in these classes.   A total of 64 AP tests 
were taken this year.
